	Do this lesson when you celebrate a birthday. 
Listen to the song: 
Listen to the song on the internet. Ask: ‘Listen to the song and count how often you hear “Happy Birthday”.’ Show the children the balloons, the birthday hat and the streamers. Practise the words. Say: ‘We use them to decorate the birthday person.’ (decorate the birthday person). Now listen to the song again and ask the children: ‘Stand up when you hear balloons, birthday hat and streamers.’ 
Now ask the children: ‘What do you do when you celebrate a birthday?’ Help the children to formulate the answers. e.g. ‘I go to the shop to buy a present.’ I decorate the house / chair.’ I bake a birthday cake.’ Now say: ‘Stand up when you go to the shop to buy a birthday present.’ etc. for the other sentences. 
Months of the year

Ask the child next to you: ‘When is your birthday?’ Answer e.g.: ‘My birthday is in October / on the 25th of October.’ Now this child asks the person next to her: ‘When is your birthday?’ etc. For extra practise you can say the months of the year together. 
Wrap up: play the telephone game
Whisper a sentence from this lesson in the ear of the child next to you. She passes on the sentence. If you group is big, you also whisper the sentence to the child on the other side. The last child says what she heard. You say your sentence. Give a big clap if the sentence is the same. Repeat once more. 
Digital activities: 
The children do the digital activities individually. To stimulate the children to listen to the song again, you can say that you are going to sing it for the next birthday.
